Yinong held his first solo recital in
2014, and has been the recipient of
numerous awards in several domestic violin
competitions.
 
In 2015, upon the recommendation of Prof.
Hu Kun of the Royal Academy of Music,
Yinong applied to the Purcell School in the
UK, and was admitted the following year. He
has since studied there with Nathaniel
Vallois of the Royal Birmingham
Conservatoire, supported by the Music &
Dance scheme. Yinong has also received
guidance from musicians including Itzhak
Rashkovsky, Ani Schnarch, and Sally O’Reilly,
among others. Yinong has been awarded a
scholarship by the Royal Academy of Music,
where he will begin his undergraduate
studies with Prof. Hu Kun in September 2022.

Internationally, Yinong has taken part in
events including the Pienza music festival
and the 26th Postacchini competition, where
he was a finalist. His début with orchestra
came in 2018 after his success in the middle
school concerto competition at Purcell.
